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1. What is POBIT Live?

POBIT Live ​​​​​is an innovative app-based service that enables the broadcast of live high quality content, simply and securely to a public or selected global audience. 
In other words, POBIT Live can offer venues, Companies or Artists their own cost-effective live TV Channel that can either generate revenue from ticket sales or enable secure broadcasting to specified set of recipients, easily and cost-effectively.
2. How is POBIT Live different?

2.1 The POBIT Live system only delivers live content.  
Because we transmit content to online audience members on mobile devices such as Smartphones and Tablets, it is virtually impossible for the content to be copied or captured during transmission.  This means the integrity of the performance and any intellectual property is protected, without the risk of any material being shared on hosted sites such as YouTube, etc. 

The intellectual property rights of the content is therefore preserved. 
2.2 This isn’t traditional streaming

POBIT Live doesn’t employ traditional streaming techniques.  There is no file associated with the broadcast, and therefore search engines cannot index it.  
Once the broadcast is over, there is no trace of it (unless it has been recorded at source)
2.3 The POBIT Live system delivers high quality, consistently
We employ industry compression and encoding technology to ensure the user enjoys the best possible quality of both video and sound (audio very often suffers at the expense of video in traditional streaming).  We have delivered many live events to users who have accessed broadcasts via private or public Wi-Fi zones, even 4G and 3G public networks, with excellent results.  
Buffering is not a symptom of the POBIT Live service, unlike traditional streaming.
2.4 Cost-Effective Live Broadcasting
Traditional broadcasting and commercial streaming models require significant capital investment in technology, resources and infrastructure to deliver live broadcasts. 

POBIT Live requires minimal investment, without the need for Outside Broadcast vans, banks of processing servers or satellite uplinks.  The cost of a POBIT is only £3950.  The ‘broadcaster’ then purchases a bundle of broadcast minutes: 40,000 air minutes for £85 at a time.
2.5 Simple to use 
With minimal training, a non-technical person can easily schedule a broadcast in 5 mins with the simple and intuitive POBIT Control Panel.
2.6 Proven track record

The service has been successfully used to broadcast over 300 live events in both Denmark and the UK, covering theatre, music concerts, festivals, and opera from a wide variety of different venues. 
2.7 Targeted content delivery

POBIT Live employs a broadcasting approach that is analogous to a ‘feed’. In traditional broadcasting, a signal is available to anyone within range. By contrast POBIT Live provides an unlimited number of secure simultaneous feeds only to people who are qualified to receive them, through buying a ticket or through some other kind of permission (voucher code, etc) using a free App called SubCell Live.
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3. What’s Involved?
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The core of the POBIT solution is the POBIT (Point of Broadcast) unit, a compact unit that provides the encoding, compression and enhancement functions for the video and audio, as well as connectivity to the Internet.  
For large productions requiring multiple camera and microphone positions, a video mixer is recommended together with a feed from the FOH sound-mixing desk.  For this application, we recommend an on-site Film Production Partner be employed.
At the point of broadcast, the POBIT needs a wired Ethernet connection to the Internet, at a minimum consistent upload speed (this depends upon the quality required, but at a minimum, we recommend 1MBps upload speed).
For a virtual audience member to receive the feed on a mobile device, the free POBIT app must be first downloaded to the chosen device – the service is supported on both iOS and Android platforms.  Once the user has registered (providing an email address), they can browse the listing of live events to choose from.  
If a ‘closed room’ broadcast. the audience member/user will see the event appear in their listing (if authorised). Ten minutes before the scheduled broadcast feed, the user receives an automated reminder on their mobile device, they log in to POBIT Live and watch.  The process of adding a person to the closed room broadcast is as simple as entering an email address via the POBIT Control Panel.
4. The Company

The original company, Audux ApS, was founded in Denmark in 2010 by Claus Estrop Vesterskov, a professional musician. He wanted to provide the best possible sound quality in broadcast music, and to increase the opportunity for professional musicians to access revenues generated by their live performances. 
Together with Thomas Sondrup, a broadcast specialist engineer with years of experience in audio visual and internet applications, they developed the Sound Transmission Unit, a device that compressed audio signals and transmitted them over the internet to the smartphone app known as POBIT. 
In 2013 the STU was developed to handle video as well as audio, and was later renamed the POBIT. At this point the technology was essentially mature. 
During 2014 the company concentrated on the core live feeding service, POBIT Live. While this is currently based largely on Arts & Entertainment, the ease of use and economics of the service (which allow very small audiences to be profitably serviced) means that it is suitable for many sectors, such as corporate, religion, sports, self-broadcasting, etc.  
At the beginning of 2015, a UK arm of the company was formed, Audux UK Ltd, with it’s base in the West Midlands.
